Zion is participating in mission work projects at the same time we will be taking a truck load of
clothing and furniture to be used in Henderson Mission Opportunity Shop for the local residents.

There will be about 17-18 people going along in 7 vehicles to share in fellowship and unloading
the truck. About twelve people will be staying the remainder of the week to work on projects.
